Environmental Policy

Canvas and Clover are committed to sustainable tourism, and trying to reduce our impact on the environment.
Our ethos is:
1. To conserve energy
2. To shop locally
3. Reduce, reuse, recycle
4. Respect nature
5. Conserve water
6. Reduce car usage

We endeavour to do these things in the following ways:
· The majority of the lighting is solar powered, and the bulbs that we do use are energy efficient with motion detectors in the shower block.
· We offer low level site lighting to promote a dark sky for star watching.
· We offer facilities to freeze ice blocks for guests.
· We use a biomass boiler to heat the water for the shower and washing up blocks in which we burn wood sourced from sustainable sources.
· We contribute to the local economy by employing local people, and producing information leaflets for guests actively promoting local businesses where guests can eat, drink, and visit.
· We sell a variety of local produce, and our breakfast baskets are sourced all from within a 10 mile radius.
· We offer discounts to customers of other local businesses.

· We only use natural, environmentally friendly cleaning products within the campsite.
· Our online booking and e-mail system saves significant amounts of paper.
· We try and repurpose and recycle where possible e.g. painting furniture for the tents and making fire pits out of old washing machine drums.
· We offer recycling within the campsite, and guests are encouraged to sort their rubbish.
· We have two composting bins, and guests are given information on what can be composted rather than put into landfill.
· We have a bug hotel, bird and bee boxes, to encourage a variety of wildlife.
· We are a member of the Worcestershire Wildlife Trust.
· We give all guests washing up bowls for washing up.
· Toilets have a dual flush to conserve water.
· We have a water butt to conserve water.
· We offer discounts to guests who arrive using public transport/on a bicycle.
· We offer space for bike storage and cleaning where required.
· We undertake regular maintenance checks to ensure equipment is operating efficiently.
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
